The primary purpose of the Associate Fellow is to support the student scholars with 
their research projects and provide support to the trip.

1. Actively participate in and contribute to a productive learning community throughout the academic 
year 

2. Work to support the success of the initiative pre-trip, on-site, and post-trip;  
3. Explore and document potential scholarly projects for future scholars’ and fellows’ applications.  
4. Participate in the learning community presentation at the McMaster Symposium. 
5. Attend a summer seminar that includes topics on principles and best practices of leading learning 

communities, conducting community-based research, directing undergraduate research, managing 
a budget, and traveling with students abroad.  

6. Assist with continuing campus activities sponsored and hosted by the McMaster School for 
Advancing Humanity.
